330pm - Bosnia: Expanding an online platform for UNDP CISOs (Centers for Information, Counseling and Training) in Bosnia and Herzegovina aimed at enhancing youth unemployment opportunities
The BiHPLUS project will create a website targeted towards the young and unemployed in Bosnia and Herzegovina. We seek to help empower post-graduates with self-paced online tools to help overcome the mismatch of skills contributing to the imbalance of labor supply and demand in Bosnia and Herzegovina. The website will act as a one-stop site for employment-related resources, offering basic training and technical education online to prospective members of the workforce, cultivating the youth’s potential to gain new skills which will help in building a professional career path.

345pm - India: An online game to encourage young people in India to push for the passing of employment law for female domestic workers.
I-Toil is an online game used to raise awareness among students about the unethical treatment of domestic workers in India, using the city of Guwahati as a case study and launch pad. Players will be encouraged to share the game, sign an online petition and push for the implementation of a law to extend the rights of domestic workers.

435pm - Afghanistan: Playing Cards with Health Care Facts for Women and Children
The project recommended for Afghanistan seeks to empower mothers and children through learn-and-play cards — cards that provide critical information about first aid and basic hygiene on their fronts, and a fun zoo puzzle on their backs.
445pm - Argentina: Card game for girls empowerment
The project recommended for Argentina seeks to empower young girls through a card guessing game that teaches them about career possibilities — a game that helps girls recognize that they have the skills to reach their dreams.

540pm - Mexico: A Data-Driven Network to track water resources and information throughout Mexico
DROPIT Mexico provides data about the uneven water distribution and the imbalance of water resources across the country. By creating a website with a visual photo map of Mexico, DROPIT plans to partner with local water environmentalists and activists to share a better and more accurate image of Mexico’s water situation and the consumers struggling with the problems. DROPIT Mexico strives to spark conversation, encourage activism, and to emphasize the right to water as a basic human right.
550pm - Ethiopia: A Visual Art Campaign to promote Water Awareness to urban 
Wethiopia is an awareness campaign that will bring attention to the lack of clean water in rural Ethiopia. Through shared stories on Instagram, and the distribution of bar code stickers around UK and London, Wethiopia allows citizens to educate themselves on water access issues in Ethiopia, while also having the option to easily donate to water projects in Ethiopia. Through the combination of social media and online fundraising, Wethiopia gives citizens the power to form virtual relationships with local Ethiopians. 
600pm - Uganda: A Selfie Campaign to raise awareness about Women and gathering water in rural Uganda
24 million people lack access to adequate water sanitation in Uganda, and 9.2 million are without access to clean, safe water. In Uganda, women are responsible for providing their families with water, so much of their daily lives is spent fetching it. Our goal is to improve access to clean, safe water in rural Uganda by developing a media campaign for urban Ugandans that highlights the conditions women face in rural areas and opportunities to make change. The campaign will share "selfies" and stories of women from rural areas as a call to action for urban Ugandans.

615pm - Indonesia: An app to help shoppers distinguish between unsustainable and sustainable palm oil products
A two-part strategy to fight deforestation in Indonesia by reducing palm oil consumption and production: an application targeted at shoppers worldwide that allows them to scan products by using a barcode, and a website where Indonesian citizens can report illegal palm oil plantations to local NGOs or the UNDP.

625pm -  Indonesia: An app for students in Jakarta to learn and implement rooftop farming techniques
Our application supports the activities of urban agricultural NGOs in Indonesia by offering users real-time support in creating rooftop gardens in Jakarta schools.  The app will offer teachers and students a platform to connect and share their stories with one another, fostering an increase in the overall urban agricultural movement, and contributing to a reduction in carbon emissions as well as contributing to Jakarta’s food security during times of looming scarcity.

635pm -  Indonesia: A media campaign to address water sanitation and promote affordable, self-sustaining and environmentally friendly alternatives for safe drinking water
The “Free Your Water” project is a media campaign to promote affordable, self-sustaining and environmentally friendly alternatives for safe drinking water in Indonesia. The campaign will employ a mobile website to calculate how much money an individual/household spends on bottled water or fuel for boiling water each year and to promote the use of water filtration systems by showing users how much money they can save by investing in one, and providing resources to choose and install a system
